The officers chased the suspect and took him into custody in front of the
40" Street BART Station. The loss was recovered. On Thursday, March 29 at 3:07 p.m., an Oakland
Police sergeant in the area of 6" Street and Brush Street saw an altercation between two men. One
of the men assaulted the other with a knife and then fled the scene by bicycle. The sergeant directed
officers to the suspect and they arrested him.

The City’s first comprehensive
citywide plan focused on arts and culture, “Belonging in Oakland: A Cultural Development Plan”
looks at how to advance Oakland as an equitable and creative city.
